10. Receiving Holy Communion - Please come forward, tilt your head backwards slightly, and open
your mouth wide (do not stick out your tongue, and do not say “Amen”). After receiving the Holy
Eucharist, close your mouth, consume the Holy Eucharist, and return to y our place.

11. Easter Attire Tradition - We kindly ask all parishioners who have Ukrainian embroidered shirts

12. BAPTISMS - Sacraments of Initiation are normally administered on the Sunday nearest the 40th
day after the birth of the child. Father or Deacon will conduct a special baptismal
preparation for all expectant parents, Godparents and possibly grand-parents. Parents
must be registered active members of the parish. It is normal that a saint's name be
chosen for the child. GODPARENT ELIGIBILITY - One sponsor must be a practicing
Catholic, attend Liturgy regularly, receive the Sacraments & fulfill all obligations and
financial support to their parish, attested to by their Pastor.

13. Sacrament of Matrimony - Couples planning to be married should contact the Pastor at least six
months prior to the proposed date to allow ample time for preparation. No other arrangements
should be made before contacting the Church.

14. Confession - If you would like to receive the grace of forgiveness in the Mystery of Confession,
a priest is available to hear confessions on Saturdays in the morning (check church bulletin) or at
any time by arrangement. Avail yourself of God’s gifts of mercy and spiritual renewal.

1st Antiphon
Verse 1: Shout to the Lord, all the earth, sing now to His name, give glory to His praise

Rejoice!* and giving peace to Your apostles:* You, who grant Resurrection to the fallen.
Instead of "Holy God...": All you, who have been baptized into Christ, you have put on Christ! Alleluia!
Prokimenon (8): This is the day which the Lord has made;* let us rejoice and be glad in it (Ps 117:24).

verse: Give thanks to the Lord for He is good for His mercy endures forever (Ps 117:1).
€pistle (Acts 1:1-8):

Alleluia (Tone 4): verse: When You rise, You will have compassion on Sion (Ps 101:14).

verse: The Lord looked down from heaven to earth to hear the groans of the prisoners, to set free the sons
of those put to death (Ps 101:20).

Gospel: (John 1:1-18): In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God.
He was in the beginning with God. All things came into being through him, and without him not one thing
came into being. What has come into being in him was life, and the life was the light of all people. The light
shines in the darkness, and the darkness did not overcome it. There was a man sent from God, whose
name was John. He came as a witness to testify to the light, so that all might believe through him. He himself
was not the light, but he came to testify to the light. The true light, which enlightens everyone, was coming
into the world. He was in the world, and the world came into being through him; yet the world did not know
him. He came to what was his own, and his own people did not accept him. But to all who received him,
who believed in his name, he gave power to become children of God, who were born, not of blood or of the
will of the flesh or of the will of man, but of God. And the Word became flesh and lived among us, and we
have seen his glory, the glory as of a father's only son, full of grace and truth.

Instead of "It is truly..."": The Angel cried out to the One full of Grace: O chaste Virgin, rejoice! And again |
say, Rejoice! Your Son has risen from the tomb on the third day, and raised the dead. Let all people rejoice!
Irmos (Tone 1): Shine, shine, O new Jerusalem! for the glory of the Lord has risen upon you! Exult now and
be glad, O Zion! And you, O chaste Mother of God, take delight in the resurrection

Gommunion Verse: Receive the body of Christ; taste the fountain of immortality. Alleluia! (3x).

Instead of "Blessed is He..." "We have seen..' "Let our mouths..." & "Rlessed he the name of the Lord...": Christ is
risen from the dead, trampling death by death, and to those in the tombs giving life.

"Christ is risen" is sung again once instead of "Glory be to the Father..." at the dismissal. Then the Troparion
"Ghrist is risen' is sung as in the beginning of the Liturgy, but with an additional ending. And to us He has
granted life eternal;* we bow down before His resurrection on the third day.
