All Souls Saturdays - SOROKOUSTY
The Holy Fathers were convinced that the commemoration of the departed by alms
and sacrifices (Divine Liturgies) brings great comfort and benefit to them”

The Church sets aside certain days as "Saturday of the Souls." In our tradition:
the Saturday of Meatfare, the 2nd, 3rd, and 4th Saturdays of the Great Fast,
and the Saturday before Pentecost are dedicated for Memorial Services.

Therefore this year the memorial service for the deceased — Sorokousty — will be held on
following Saturdays: Feb. 3", 17" and 24™, March 2", 9", and May 18". If you wish to join us
for the memorial prayers, and wish us to remember and pray for the deceased members of your
families and your loved once, please provide us with a list of names for commemoration at the
memorial services (Sorokousty) on All Soul’s Saturdays.

SATURDAY before Meatfare Sunday — Since it often happens that certain people suffer death
prematurely, in a foreign land, at sea, on trackless mountains, on precipices, in
chasms, in famines, wars, conflagrations, and cold weather, and all manner of
other deaths; and perhaps, being poor and without resources, they have not been
vouchsafed the customary psalter readings and memorial services, moved by
love for mankind, the Divine Fathers ordained that the Church make
commemoration of all people, a tradition which they inherited from the Holy Apostles, in order
that those who, due to some particular circumstance, did not receive the customary obsequies
individually, might be included in the present general commemoration, indicating that whatever is
done on their behalf confers great benefit on them.

CANDLES ARE BLESSED for the service of God at the Feast of the Presentation (of Our Lord
in the temple). The candles remind us of the beautiful prayer of Simeon on seeing the Child
Jesus and referring to Him as the "Light to lighten the Gentiles". St. John also refers to Christ as
"The Light". Just as the ancient Hebrews kept candles burning to symbolize the presence of God
inthe Temple, so we have candles burning on either side of the Tabernacle. They are often
placed in front of icons in the home or at church to represent our prayers and petitions.

CANDLES IN CHURCH

.. The candles burning on the altar represent the non-created Light of
the Trinity, for the Lord dwells in unapproachable light. They also
represent the fire of Divinity which destroys our ungodliness and sins.

The candles lit before the icon of Our Savior signify that He is the
True Light who enlightens every man who comes into the world; at
the same time, He is a fire that engulfs and revives our souls and
bodies.

The candles lit before the icons of the Theotokos are a symbol of the fact that she is the Mother
of the Unapproachable Light, and they stand as a symbol of her pure and burning love for God
and her love for mankind.

The candles lit before the icons of the saints reflect their ardent love for God for whose sake they
gave up everything that man prizes in life, including their own lives. They also signify that these
saints are lamps burning for us and providing light for us by their saintly lifestyle, their virtues,
and their ardent intercession for us before God through their constant prayers.

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All-Souls Saturdays

I. Saturday — a day of prayer for departed souls.

In the Liturgical Year not only is every day dedicated to some festival or saint, but
also each weekday has its own patron. On Monday, holy Church pays homage to
the angelic choirs... Tuesday is dedicated to St. John the Baptist.... Wednesday
commemorates the betrayal of Jesus Christ and the beginning of His passion,
and also venerates the life-giving Cross on which He died. On Thursday, the
Church venerates the holy Apostles and St. Nicholas. On Friday, she celebrates
the memory of the passion of Christ and His death on the Cross.

On Saturday, God rested after He created the world and Jesus Christ rested in
the tomb, after having accomplished the salvation of the world; hence, Saturday
became the symbol of eternal rest and happiness in God. For this reason, the
Church dedicates Saturday to all the souls, who have gone into eternity, but have not yet entered into
eternal rest with the Blessed in heaven. The Blessed Mother of God does not have any special day in the
week dedicated to Her, because the Church venerates Her every day of the week in Her services. Three
days in the week — Wednesday, Friday and Sunday — the most Pure Virgin Mary is glorified in a special
manner because of her active participation in the sufferings, death, and Resurrection of Jesus Christ.

2. Meatfare Saturday — (Feb. 3)

Besides commemorating the faithful departed every Saturday of the week, the Church set aside certain
Saturdays in the Liturgical Year whose services are exclusively dedicated to the commemoration of the
departed and to prayers for them. These Saturdays are called memorial Saturdays, or All-Souls'
Saturdays. These Saturdays include the Saturday before Meatfare Sunday, the second, third and fourth
Saturdays of the Great Fast and the Saturday before Pentecost Sunday.

Meatfare Sunday commemorates the Last Judgement. For this reason, on the preceding Saturday we
pray "for all Christians who have fallen asleep from time immemorial”, that is, the first universal, ancestral
Saturday is on Meatfare Saturday. The following day, Sunday, commemorates the Dread judgment of
Christ, and the Church prays for all that have departed in faith and hope of resurrection, beseeching the
righteous judge to show forth His mercy upon them on the very day of impartial retribution at the universal
judgment.

Second, Third and Fourth Saturdays of the Great Fast (Feb. 24; March 2, 9)
Since throughout the Great Fast, such commemorations as are performed at every other time during the
year do not occur during the celebration of thePresanctified Liturgy, it is the accepted practice in our
Byzantine Church to commemorate the departedon these three Saturdays, that the dead be not deprived
of the Church's saving intercession.

Trinity Saturday (May 18)

This falls on the eve of Pentecost, hence the appellation "Trinity Saturday." On the day of Pentecost , the
Holy Spirit descended upon the earth to teach, sanctify and lead all people to eternal salvation.
Therefore, the holy Church calls upon us to make a commemoration on this Saturday, that the saving
grace of the Holy Spirit wash away the sins from the souls of all our forefathers, fathers and brethren,
that have reposed throughout the ages and, asking that they all be united in the Kingdom of Christ and
praying for the redemption of the living and for the return of their souls from captivity, she begs the Lord
to "give rest to the souls ... that have fallen asleep, in ... a place of refreshment; . . . . for the dead shall
not praise Thee, O Lord, neither shall they that are in hell make bold to offer unto Thee confession. But we
that are living will bless Thee, and will pray, and offer unto Thee propitiatory prayers and sacrifices for
their souls.

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‘These words | think have a very deep mean-
ing. 'They remind us of the homeland we
have abandoned, of the citizenship we have
lost. In the parable of the young man who
left his father s house, went off the rails and
was reduced to living with pigs, the Word of
God shows us human wretchedness. That
young man did not find his one-time hap-
piness again until he had realized his moral
degradation, had looked into his own heart
and had pronounced the words of confes-
sion. ‘These words almost agree with the
Lord’s Prayer, because the prodigal son says:
“Father, | have sinned against heaven and
against you.” [Luke 15:21] He would not
confess himself to be a sinner against heaven

if he were not convinced that the homeland
he had left at the time of his going astray
were not in actual fact heaven.

By this confession of his he makes himself
worthy once again to stand in the presence
of his father who runs towards him, em-
braces him, and kisses him. ‘The conclusion
is this. To return to heaven there is only one
route and that is to admit one’s sinfulness
and seek to avoid it. To make the decision
to avoid it is already to be perfecting one's
likeness to God.
