Reading of the First €pistle of St. Paul to the Gorinthians: 1 Gorinthians 9:2-12: Brothers and Sisters, if | am
not an apostle to others, at least | am to you; for you are the seal of my apostleship in the Lord. This is my
defense to those who would examine me. Do we not have the right to our food and drink? Do we not have
the right to be accompanied by a believing wife, as do the other apostles and the brothers of the Lord and
Cephas? Or is it only Barnabas and | who have no right to refrain from working for a living? Who at any
time pays the expenses for doing military service? Who plants a vineyard and does not eat any of its fruit?
Or who tends a flock and does not get any of its milk? Do | say this on human authority? Does not the law
also say the same? For it is written in the law of Moses, “You shall not muzzle an ox while it is treading out
the grain.” Is it for oxen that God is concerned? Or does he not speak entirely for our sake? It was indeed
written for our sake, for whoever plows should plow in hope and whoever threshes should thresh in hope
of a share in the crop. If we have sown spiritual good among you, is it too much if we reap your material
benefits? If others share this rightful claim on you, do not we still more? Nevertheless, we have not made
use of this right, but we endure anything rather than put an obstacle in the way of the gospel of Christ.

Alleluia: The Lord will hear you in the day of tribulation; the name of the God of Jacob will shield you.
verse:Lord, grant victory to the king and hear us in the day that we shall call upon You. (Ps 19:2)

Gospel: (Matthew 18: 23-35): That is why the kingdom of heaven may be likened to a king who decided
to settle accounts with his servants. When he began the accounting, a debtor was brought before
him who owed him a huge amount. Since he had no way of paying it back, his master ordered him to
be sold, along with his wife, his children, and all his property, in payment of the debt. At that, the
servant fell down, did him homage, and said, ‘Be patient with me, and | will pay you back in full’
Moved with compassion the master of that servant let him go and forgave him the loan. When that
servant had left, he found one of his fellow servants who owed him a much smaller amount.* He
seized him and started to choke him, demanding, ‘Pay back what you owe.’ Falling to his knees, his
fellow servant begged him, ‘Be patient with me, and | will pay you back.’ But he refused. Instead, he
had him put in prison until he paid back the debt. Now when his fellow servants saw what had
happened, they were deeply disturbed, and went to their master and reported the whole affair. His
master summoned him and said to him, “You wicked servant! | forgave you your entire debt because
you begged me to. Should you not have had pity on your fellow servant, as | had pity on you?’ Then
in anger his master handed him over to the torturers until he should pay back the whole debt. So will
my heavenly Father do to you, unless each of you forgives his brother from his heart.”

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When Peter asked Him whether he should tor-
give his brother sinning against him up to seven
times, the Lord replied, “Not up to seven times
but up to seventy times seven times” In every
way e teaches us to be like Him in humility and
goodness. In weakening and breaking the im-
pulses of our rampant passions He strengthens
us by the example of His leniency, by granting
us in faith pardon of all our sins. For the vices
of our nature did not merit pardon. Therefore,
all pardon comes from Him. In fact, He pardons
even those sins that remain in one after confes-
sion.

The penalty to be paid through Cain was es-
tablished at sevenfold, but that sin was against
a man, against his brother Abel, to the point of
murder. But with Lamech the pena]ry was es-
tablished at seventy fimes seven times, and, as

we believe, the penalty was established on those
responsible for the Lord’s Passion. But the Lord
through the contession of believers grants pardon
for this crime. By the gift of baptism [le grants
the grace of salvation to His revilers and persecu-
tors. How much more is it necessary, e shows,
that pardon be returned by us without measure
or number. And we should not think how many
times we fnrgi\-'e, but we should cease to be angry
with those who sin against us, as often as the oc-
casion for anger exists. Pardon’s frequency shows
us that in our case there is never a time for anger,
since God pardons us for all sins in their entirety
by His gift rather than by our merit. Nor should
we be excused from the requirement of giving
pardnn that number of times (i.e., seventy times
seven), since through the grace of the gospel God
has granted us pardon without measure.
