Hooly and Glorious Martyr Irene (321-23). Venerable Father Nicephoras
Troparion (Tone 5): Let us the faithful acclaim and worship the Word,* co-eternal with the

Father and the Spirit,* and born of the Virgin for our salvation.* For He willed to be lifted up on
the cross in the flesh, to suffer death* and to raise the dead by His glorious resurrection.

: +Glory be.... Kontakion, Tone 4: Blinded in the eyes of my soul,” | come to You, O Christ, like the
man who was blind from blrth and | cry in repentance:* You are the brilliant light of those in darkness.

Now ...Kontakion (Tone 8): Though You descended into a tomb, O Immortal One,* yet You destroyed the power
of Hades;* and You rose as victor, O Christ God,* calling to the myrrh-bearing women: Rejoice!* and giving
peace to Your Apostles:* You, who grant Resurrection to the fallen.

Prokimenon (8): Pray and give praise to the Lord our God.* Pray and give praise to the Lord our God
verse: In Judea God is known; His name is great in Israel (Ps 75:2).

Reading of the Acts of the Holy Apostles (Acts 16:16-34): In those days, as we were going to the place of
prayer, we met a slave-girl who had a spirit of divination and brought her owners a great deal of money by
fortune-telling. While she followed Paul and us, she would cry out, “These men are slaves of the Most High
God, who proclaim to you a way of salvation.” She kept doing this for many days. But Paul, very much
annoyed, turned and said to the spirit, “I order you in the name of Jesus Christ to come out of her.” And it came
out that very hour.

But when her owners saw that their hope of making money was gone, they seized Paul and Silas and
dragged them into the marketplace before the authorities. When they had brought them before the magistrates,
they said, “These men are disturbing our city; they are Jews and are advocating customs that are not lawful for
us as Romans to adopt or observe.” The crowd joined in attacking them, and the magistrates had them stripped
of their clothing and ordered them to be beaten with rods. After they had given them a severe flogging, they
threw them into prison and ordered the jailer to keep them securely. Following these instructions, he put them
in the innermost cell and fastened their feet in the stocks.

About midnight Paul and Silas were praying and singing hymns to God, and the prisoners were
listening to them. Suddenly there was an earthquake, so violent that the foundations of the prison were shaken;

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The Fourth Gospel, attributed to Saint John
the Evangelist, is used exclusively from Easter
until Pentecost for the Sunday readings. The first
chapter of John's Gospel is the proclamation used
for the Divine Liturgy on Easter itself. This week,
we are reminded of the story of Christ’s encoun-
ter with the Samaritan woman at the well of Ja-
cob, and thereby Christs fulfillment of the Old
Testament. In one of the many unique stories
of the Fourth Gospel not found in the Synoptics
(Matthew, Mark or Luke), Jesus reveals himself
as Messiah to this woman of Samaria and talks
with her about the “water that I will give will be-
come ... a spring of water gushing up to eternal
life”

In the early days of His ministry, Jesus travels
back and forth between Galilee and Jerusalem,
and must pass through Samaria. The Samaritans
were outcast Jews because they were not subject

to the Babylonian exile of the Israelites from
other provinces. Therefore, when Jesus talks
with this Samaritan woman, His disciples are
surprised and in shock that He would carry on a
conversation with a woman at the well, let alone
a Samaritan. But as the story is explained, the
womans testimony about Jesus spreads through
the nearby town, and because of her many come
to hear His teachings. After hearing His word,
they come to believe in Him, and proclaim Him
