St. Demetrius Great Martyr.
Troparion (Tone 3): Let the heavens be glad, let the earth rejoice,* for the Lord has done
a mighty deed with His arm.* He trampled death by death; He became the first-born of
the dead;* He saved us from the abyss of Hades* and granted great mercy to the world.
