At once Jesus perceived in his spirit that they were
discussing these questions among themselves; and he said to them, 'Why do you raise such questions in
your hearts? Which is easier, to say to the paralytic, "Your sins are forgiven", or to say, "Stand up and take
your mat and walk"? But so that you may know that the Son of Man has authority on earth to forgive sins'—
he said to the paralytic— 'l say to you, stand up, take your mat and go to your home." And he stood up, and
immediately took the mat and went out before all of them; so that they were all amazed and glorified God,
saying, 'We have never seen anything like this!'

Troparion, Tone 6: Angelic powers were upon Your tomb* and the guards became like dead
men;* Mary stood before Your tomb* seeking Your most pure body.* You captured Hades
without being overcome by it.* You met the Virgin and granted life.* O Lord, risen from
the dead,* glory be to You!

Reading of the €pistle of St. Paul to the Hehrews €pistle (Hehrews 4:14-5:6): Therefore, since we have a
great high priest who has passed through the heavens, Jesus, the Son of God, let us hold fast to our
confession. For we do not have a high priest who is unable to sympathize with our weaknesses, but
one who has similarly been tested in every way, yet without sin. So let us confidently approach the
throne of grace to receive mercy and to find grace for timely help. Every high priest is taken from
among men and made their representative before God, to offer gifts and sacrifices for sins. He is able
to deal patiently with the ignorant and erring, for he himself is beset by weakness and so, for this
reason, must make sin offerings for himself as well as for the people. No one takes this honor upon
himself but only when called by God, just as Aaron was. In the same way, it was not Christ who
glorified himself in becoming high priest, but rather the one who said to him: “You are my son; this
day | have begotten you”; just as he says in another place: “You are a priest forever according to the
order of Melchizedek.”

Whoever is ashamed of me and of my words in this faithless and sinful
generation, the Son of Man will be ashamed of when he comes in his Father’s glory with the holy
angels.” He also said to them, “Amen, | say to you, there are some standing here who will not taste
death until they see that the kingdom of God has come in power.”
